While planners and other professionals
involved in the development industry can
review and readily comprehend a
Comprehensive Plan Amendment application,
there is concern that the majority of the general
public may not be able to process the
considerable amount of data involved in these
amendments. Unfortunately, understanding
growth management law and the politics
behind each land planning decision is not as
simple as checking a

Herein lies the key concern for planners in
both the public and private sectors: How can
we best educate the voting public on all of
the integral components of each
Comprehensive Plan Amendment on the
ballot, which can range from large-scale land
use changes to technically-based text
amendments to adjustments to level of
service standards, should Amendment 4
pass? Estimates from Floridians for Smarter

"This amendment will
hopelessly complicate the planning process
and indefinitely stall our state's economic
recovery." A recently conducted economic
survey prepared by the Washington
Economics Group has indicated that
approval of Amendment 4 could cost the
state approximately 250,000 jobs across
several industries.

As planners, it is our role to provide the
general public with the facts about
Amendment 4 and educate voters about the
basics of comprehensive planning, the
Growth Management Act, and how this
proposed amendment will negatively impact
this 25-year-old process. By reaching out and
educating the public about this amendment
and its potential repercussions, the planning
industry is well-poised to make a difference in
this ongoing battle across the state.

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The Department of Urban and Regional
Planning at the University of Florida is
pleased to announce Planning Day 2010, to
be held on March 26, 2010. This year, for the
first time, the Planning Day Symposium will
be held at Citylab-Orlando, the newly opened

joint venture between the University of Florida

and the University of Central Florida.

Cosponsored by FPZA and Orlando Metro
Section (OMS) of APA-FL, Planning Day will
provide a forum for students and members of
the community to interact and discuss

relevant planning issues. Included in Planning

Day will be two panels, one on Planning
Ethics and another discussing the current
Supreme Court case, Save Our Beaches v.
Florida Department of Environmental
Protection.

Currently, under the Beach and Shore
Preservation Act, local governments may
restore beaches that have been eroded by
storm events by
erosion control line. Subsequently, the newly
restored beach becomes State property,
restricting the property rights of affected private
property owners. While it is unlikely that the
case will be decided before Planning Day, a
diverse panel of land use experts is being
convened to discuss the implications of the
Save Our Beaches v. Florida Department of
Environmental Protection on coastal planning
and development. Experts on the panel include
attorneys Nancy Stroud, of Lewis, Stroud and
Deutsch; Stephen Thompson, of Najmy and
Thompson; and Thomas Rupert, University of
Florida Levin College of Law. The panel will be
moderated by Professor Dawn Jourdan. The
Ethics panel will be moderated by Professor
Richard Schneider, and its panel members will
be announced shortly.

The Florida Planning and Zoning Association
encourages members to submit award
applications for the following award categories.
Second-place awards may be given in some
categories as determined by the awards
committee. Projects must have been approved
or completed during the past calendar year
(2009). Applications should include a cover
letter that states the name of the project, the
award category, the name of the recipient, the
name and contact information of the applicant,
and a brief description of the project and why it
is deserving of this award. The study must be
included, or in the case of the development

category, graphics and plans must be provided.

Five application packets must be submitted.
The categories are as follows:

1. GEORGE W. SIMONS, JR. AWARD:
Named after the founder of FPZA. This award
is given to a current member of FPZA who has
continued to exemplify and espouse the
purpose of the FPZA.

2. OUTSTANDING PUBLIC DEVELOPMENT
AWARD: This award is directed toward public
"brick and mortar" projects.

3. OUTSTANDING PUBLIC STUDY AWARD:
This award is given for an outstanding public
report, study, written document, ordinance,
planning analysis, etc.

4. OUTSTANDING PRIVATE
DEVELOPMENT AWARD: This award is
dirkated @ward @rivateosectott "lriek and
mortar" projects.

7. INNOVATION AWARD: This award will be
given for an innovative public or private
project or development which is unusual and/
or ahead of its time.

8. OUTSTANDING LEGISLATOR AWARD:
This award will be given to a Legislator who
champions sound planning practices.

9. OUTSTANDING JOURNALISM AWARD:
This award will be presented to a journalist
who effectively and accurately presents
articles about planning and zoning issue to
the public.

10. OUTSTANDING CHAPTER AWARD:
This award will be given to the most
outstanding Chapter, based on the efforts of
the Chapter in:

a. Increasing and/or maintaining membership efforts;
b. Achievement of FPZA goals;

c. Quality of programs for chapter members.

11. MOST IMPROVED CHAPTER AWARD:
This award will be given to the Chapter that has
shown the greatest improvement during 2009.

Please note, public developments, projects,
reports or studies are those prepared by a
public agency or by a private firm or individual
under contract to a public agency. Physical
development projects must either be
completed or sufficiently complete to

demonstrate the attributes of the
development or project.

The Awards Committee shall have the right to
reclassify applications where a determination
is made that a submittal was made for an
inappropriate award category.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

The following criteria will be used by the
Awards Committee in judging the entries:

THE GEORGE SIMONS, JR AWARD

1. Candidate must be a current member of FPZA.
Award wi || be based
and efforts over time, rather than just for
the past year.

3. Work for which award is given must be
directed toward the stated purposes of FPZA.

AWARD, THE INNOVATION AWARD, THE
DESIGN EXCELLENCE AWARD AND THE
OUTSTANDING JOURNALISM AWARD

1. Each of these award entry applications
must state how the development, project
or innovation meets one or more of the
following purposes of FPZA:

a. To promote cooperation among official
planning and zoning boards and
commissions, civic bodies, citizens,
technicians and students interested in
planning and zoning in the State of
Florida;

b. To cultivate and stimulate interest in
planning and zoning in the State of
Florida;

c. Toencourage the observance of sound
planning and zoning practices;

d. To furnish information, advice and

assistance to its members and provide a
medium for exchanging information,
advice and assistance among them;

e. Toengage in research and issue
publications on planning and zoning and
related matters;

f.  To promote education concerning matters
related to planning and zoning.

1 Adaptability of the project / strategy to
changing conditions.
9 Consideration of and solution to practical
constraints.
d. Comprehensiveness:
9 Scope of project / strategy in relationship
to the problem.
9 Consideration of all aspects of the
problem.
e. Clarity:
1 Clarity of the award entry application.

THE OUTSTANDING ELECTED OFFICIAL
AWARD

This award shall be given to a local, state, or
federal elected official who has championed
sound planning practices and accomplished
positive gains in areas such as smart growth,
environmental preservation, sustainable
development, or equity planning.

THE OUTSTANDING CHAPTER AWARD
AND THE MOST IMPROVED CHAPTER
AWARD

1. These awards are for Chapters of FPZA
only.

THE FLORIDA PLANNING & ZONING ASSOCIATION

The Awards Committee will evaluate
each Chapter entry application based on
the following criteria:

. Efforts of the Chapter towards securing

new members and maintaining old
members;

. Efforts toward achieving the goals and

purposes of FPZA;

. The quality, timeliness of, and

attendance at Chapter Programs;

. Accomplishment of significant strides in

Chapter development in general.

The Awards Committee will also take into
consideration the differences in size and
resources of each Chapter.

SUBMITTAL PROCEDURES

A cover letter that states the name of the
project, the award that is sought, the
name of the recipient, the name and
contact information of the applicant, and
a brief description of the project and why
it is deserving of this award.

Attach a description of the individual,

project, strategy or Chapter (depending

on the award category) that is no longer
than 3 pages in length. The evaluation of
each entry application should include the
following information, as applicable:

a. Purpose of project, report or strategy;

b. History or context within which the
project is significant;

c. Indication of expenditure of time, type
of personnel, budget, population, and
sizes of jurisdiction, if appropriate;

d. Narrative justification for the award,
using the appropriate evaluation
criteria.

A short statement is needed for the press

release. On a separate sheet, attach a

statement that succinctly outlines the

individual 6s merits,
strategy of the Chapter that will be
published in the appropriate newspapers.

This statement should be no more than

three sentences in length. Please provide

a list of local papers and magazines that

the press release should be sent to. The
list should include the name of the
newspaper, the contact person, address,
e-mail and phone number.

4. For entry applications regarding a project

or report, five (5) copies of the report, plan
or document must be submitted with
entry.

5. For entries regarding a physical

development project, five (5) photographs
illustrating key features of the project shall
be submitted in jpeg format. Each
photograph shall be labeled, indicating the
view contained in the photograph.

6. For the George W. Simons, Jr. Award, an

FPZA member shall submit a statement
with the entry. The statement may be
endorsed by any number of individuals
who need not be members of FPZA.

7. For adevelopment or project, a one (1)
page statement in support of the
development or project written by an
official of an agency involved in the review
or approval of the development or project
shall be submitted with the entry.

8. Winners of the Outstanding Project
Awards, the Design Excellence Award,
and Innovation Award will be required to
provide material for a graphic display at
the Annual Conference.

9. For the Outstanding Journalism,
Outstanding Chapter and Most Improved
Chapter Awards, a one (1) page
statement in support of the nominee is
required. However, other supporting data
is encouraged.
