ESSAY TOPIC CHOICES: Please choose an essay prompt that most closely aligns with the focus of your
education and future career vision. Your response should be limited to no more than 1,000 words.

LAND USE PLANNING: Discuss current trend of increased legislative preemptions into home rule over recent years,
examples being the Live-Local Act or SB180 from the 2025 session. Reflecting on your own education and any
professional internships or research, describe the technical and interpersonal competencies you have developed
to navigate legislative impacts on home rule by state preemption. How will your experience in stakeholder
mediation or land-use analysis help you balance state mandates with the concerns of the local communities you
will soon serve?

ENVIRONMENTAL PLANNING: Discuss the viability of “Strategic Relocation” (managed retreat) versus “In-Place
Adaptation” for Florida’s coastal communities in light of rising insurance costs and sea-level projections. Based on
your academic training in environmental planning and any lived experiences in Florida’s coastal regions, explain
how you are uniquely prepared to communicate complex climate risks to skeptical members of the public or
elected officials. How has your coursework shaped your ability to design equitable resilience strategies that protect
both the environment and vulnerable populations?

TRANSPORTATION PLANNING: Analyze the role of Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) in reducing car
dependency in Florida, specifically within the context of the state’s “Target Zero” safety goals. lllustrate how your
academic or technical background prepares you to implement multi-modal solutions in a historically car-centric
state. How do your academic projects demonstrate your readiness to transition Florida toward a safer, more
integrated transportation network?
